Please find eaclosed job descriptions and a schedule of
hourly rates and salaries for the Loudon County Sheriff's

Department aad the dispatchers.

The hourly rates are calculated at an amouat which closely
reflects the amount each employee is currently makiag per month.

As you kaow, the wage aand hour law allows law enforcement
officers to work |71 hours during a 28 day period before overtime
must be paid. Dispatchers are not classified as law eaforcement
personnel and must be paid overtime for any hours worked in
excess of 40 per week. The deputies are currently working 50
hour weeks; thus, 7 hours per week would have to be paid at the
overtime rate. In addition to their regular shifts, deputies
logged an additional 3830.5 hours from July, 1984, through April,
1985; therefore, deputies worked a total of 8198.5 hours of
overtime during the above~stated period. Maay of those hours
were worked by sergeants and investigators whose rate of pay 1s
in excess of other deputies. Under the new law, overtime pay
duriag the 10 moanth period would have cost Loudon County over

$70,000.00.

I have talked with the Department of Labor coancerning a
recent newspaper acticle which quoted Labor Secretary Bill Brock
as saylang that the new law would not take effect until October,
1985. I was told that the acticle misquoted Mr. Brock. The
Department of Labor is goliang to begin investigating for
compliance on October 15; however, the effective date for
compliance is April 15, 1985. Overtime pay i1s owed for extra
hours worked since that date.

I want to commend you and your people for the excellent response in
the actions that were taken in regard to the hazardous material spill
mentioned above.

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After analyzing the requested information regarding this incident, it
is my feeling that the cost of material loss we experienced was also
kept considerably low due to the manner in which the leakage was handled.

Your services without a doubt are a vital asset to our county. We appre-
ciate the professional manner in which you took charge and directed the
"Team" efforts of all who assisted in minimizing this dangereous situation
in such rapid fashion. We commend you for the extra efforts you put forth.
